
Dear Grader,

The following is the grading scale we try to stick to for each test 

30 points = highest A+

25 points = lowest A-

22 points = lowest B-

18 points = lowest C-

15 points = lowest D-

In order to make that work, you need to give 5.5 points and 6.0 points to about 33% of the students on each test question you grade. If John wrote a question that is to hard, still give 30% of the students 5.5 or 6 points.

With this in mind try to allocate the other points as follows: 

5.5 & 6 points
for 33% of the students on each question. 

4.5 & 5 points
for 37% of the students on each question. 

4 points

for 20% of the students on each question. 

2.5 to 3.5 points
for 5-10% of the students on each Q.

Given the grade equation at the top of this page, realize that, on any single question, 

6 points =  A+

5 points = lowest A-

4.4 points = lowest B-

3.6 points = lowest C-

3 points = lowest D-

Please keep in mind: If you give 3 points for any given answer, you are giving the lowest D-. Of course some students deserve D-, so you may need to do that from time to time.
