Soc 142: Socialization, 4 units. Course Description: 
We trace childhood development in ways that show how we were all socialized from infancy on, just to get the basics of the developmental processes clearly understood with simple examples. 

Then we focus on other important ages of the life span, especially the late teens and early twenties. The course turns out to be about “human nature” and all the important phases we all go through, with much emphasis on the unique experiences that each individual has. 

Once we learn about the processes that shape our lives, we turn to ways to use that knowledge to shape our own futures. What future goals do we aspire to? How can we make it easiest to reach those goals? How can we create our own unique “art-form of life”?
