Midterms:
There are three midterms. Each one is 50 min long & worth 20% of your total grade. The test questions for each chapter of the textbook are at the end of each chapter. 

Final Exam: 
The final is Thursday, Mar 19; from noon to 2 pm. It counts as 40% of your total grade. It is cumulative, with an emphasis on the material after quiz #3.

Make-ups:
No make-up tests (midterms or finals) without a written excuse from a doctor, dean, judge, etc.–who needs to explain why you could not have been present at the test. No early or late finals. Make sure you do not have more than 2 finals on Thurs, Mar 19.

Re-grades:
To get a test re-graded, you must follow all the instructions on page 11 of the Xerox Readings before you hand the test to John for a re-grade. Note that you must first see the KEY outside John’s office to ascertain whether you deserve more points.
