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2007 Merit for Dr. John Baldwin

Dr. Baldwin is currently a Professor, step V, with off-scale. He received this in July of 1998. He is presently asking for an additional off-scale merit increase. 

Dr. Baldwin’s last off-scale merit dates to July, 1998. Since then he has made numerous contributions in all four areas judged for merit increases, including 13 new publications and 2 new research reports for UCSB. Dr. Baldwin is requesting additional off-scale merit at this time. During previous years, he was advised not to request a promotion to Professor VI until he published the book that he completed in September, 2007. He has a book publisher for that book and will seek a promotion above step V based on it next year. (He might have been better advised to have asked for an off-scale increase before this time.) 

The following is a summary of Dr. Baldwin’s research, writing, teaching, and other service during the current review period. 

1) Research

Since his last merit increase, Dr. Baldwin has published 12 new works, plus 2 research reports for UCSB. These include:  

4 articles in referred journals (items # 92, 94, 95 and 104)

3 new editions of previously published books: (items # 96, 99 and 101)

1 website (item # 97)

2 encyclopedia chapters (items # 98 & 103)

1 article in the UCSB publication, 93106 (item # 102)

1 commentary (item # 93)

2 research reports for the AIDS Task Force, at the UCSB Student Health Service, 2002 (item #100 & 105)

Dr. Baldwin’s research focuses on several main areas. He continues to expand his work on behavior principles to cover ever more areas of naturally occurring human behavior. His second area of work is in pragmatism, with an article on Dr. Tamotsu Shibutani’s pragmatic theories and extensive work on George Herbert Mead’s version of pragmatism (leading to a forthcoming book that will be the center of his next promotion case). Dr. Baldwin has also continued to develop his research on human sexuality with the creation of a new website called SexInfo, and three other publications about sexual issues. Finally, he has conducted two new studies on random samples of UCSB students, reporting his findings in both refereed journals and in reports to the UCSB Student Health Service.

In 1999, Dr. Baldwin published an article in the prestigious publication, the Journal of the Experimental Analysis of Behavior, explaining the value of using everyday examples in exploring new dimensions of learning theory and behavior principles. One of Dr. Baldwin’s lifetime contributions to behavior science is the focus on everyday life for explaining the value of behavior principles and suggesting new avenues for research. This theme is seen in several other publications and invited speeches Dr. Baldwin has given in the present review period. 

In 2000, Dr. Baldwin published an article in the Journal of Positive Behavioral Interventions explaining how knowledge about behavior principles in natural settings allows people to minimize aversive interactions and maximize the use of positive reinforcement. Dr. Baldwin’s specialization in applying behavioral science to everyday life is again visible in this work. 

In 2000, Dr. Baldwin published the findings of his research on anal intercourse in the Archives of Sexual Behavior, which is one of the leading journals for reporting research on sexuality. Very few scientists have studied anal intercourse using large random samples, in part due to the taboo nature of this topic. Dr. Baldwin’s findings have added considerably to our understanding of this form of sexual behavior, which is one of the sexual activities that puts people at considerable risk for contracting HIV/AIDS. 

In 2005, Dr. Baldwin published a detailed analysis of the intellectual contributions of Dr. Tamotsu Shibutani, one of the important researchers and writers from the sociological school of Symbolic Interaction. The article shows the unique research techniques that Dr. Shibutani developed, along with his key findings, helping to reveal the methods he skillfully developed and used quite creatively.

In 2001, Dr. Baldwin published the fourth edition of his book, Behavior Principles in Everyday Life. This edition is considerably different from prior editions, with extensive changes in both the text and the research cited. This book (which was first published in 1981) continues to be valued greatly in the scientific community as an excellent presentation of behavior principles and an instrument for extending the use of behavior principles into natural environments.  

In 2002, Dr. Baldwin’s (1986) book on George Herbert Mead was reprinted for readers who want to learn from the Meadian tradition. The book clearly elucidates Mead’s version of pragmatism and shows how this work can serve as a unifying theory for sociology. 

In 2002, Dr. Baldwin’s book, Behavior Principles in Everyday Life, was translated into Japanese and published in Japan, showing the great value that this book has had for the international community. (The book is already used extensively in most English-speaking countries.)

In 2001, Dr. Baldwin decided to take the essence of his successful course on human sexuality into cyberspace. There was a need for a website that presented clear and accurate information about human sexuality, because much of sexual information that is available on the Internet is unscientific and/or pornographic. There are a few sites about specialized subfields in sexuality, such as STDs and contraception; but most of these are narrowly focused. None present information on the full range of sexuality and relationships that Dr. Baldwin’s Soc 152A course does. 

Dr. Baldwin wanted to make the full richness of our modern knowledge about sexuality and relationships available to everyone who has access to the Internet. To do this, he created a new course (Soc 152C) for his very best students who have earned top grades in both Soc 152A and 152B; and in 2001 they began to create a website called SexInfo, which is hosted by UCSB, for global access. After 20 quarters of repeating the course, the website has evolved into a massive compendium of valuable information, and people from over 180 nations now use the website many thousand times a day. 

In one sense, the website should not been thought of as a 2001 creation, since it has been expanding every quarter since its conception. By 2007, the website had grown to contain several thousand pages of information that is presented in a clear and scientifically accurate manner. Thus, the SexInfo of 2007 is a very different website than the simple SexInfo that was first created in 2001: Today, it is much more complete, more sophisticated and easier to use. By July of 2007, readers were accessing 15,000 web-pages of material each day (compared with 9,500 web-pages per day one year before). These numbers are considerably higher than the comparable data for 2001, when the site was first created.

It also shows that Dr. Baldwin is respected not only for his work in sociology, but also in psychology.

During the current review period, Dr. Baldwin wrote two reports for the UCSB Student Health Center, based on his survey research on random samples of the UCSB student population. His studies are based on questionnaires sent to random samples of UCSB students over many years. They use a carefully honed questionnaire that allows comparisons across several years, starting from 1986 and 1987, and extending to 1994, 2002 and 2007. These reports have been sponsored by the Student Health Service (SHS), and they help the SHS adjust its policies and programs to better serve the campus. 


2) Teaching

Dr. Baldwin is a dedicated teacher who receives very high teaching evaluations—and teaches far more courses than is required. He is committed to sharing his knowledge with the students by presenting exciting large lectures, while also conducting stimulating seminars and small practical classes, such as his new class that is creating the SexInfo website. 

All through the review period, Dr. Baldwin has continued to teach more than his necessary load of courses, without taking any sabbaticals. Each year he teaches Soc 142 (Socialization) in fall quarter and Soc 185P (Pragmatism) in winter quarter, each of which reaches about 140 students. In addition, he and his wife co-teach Soc 152A (the Sociology of Human Sexuality) in fall, winter and spring quarters, reaching 550 to 600 students each quarter. They also co-teach Soc 152B all three of these quarters, creating a valuable seminar experience for the best 18-20 students from the prior quarter of Soc 152A. Since 2001, Dr. Baldwin has been teaching his new website course, Soc 152C, in fall, winter and spring quarters, allowing his most advanced students to create new written material and improved web navigation techniques for the ever-growing SexInfo website. In addition he directs several Soc 199, 198, 191CA courses each quarter.  
In summer session, Dr. Baldwin teaches his Soc 142 course, along with Soc 152A, which he co-teaches with his wife. 

Dr. Baldwin has been happily surprised by the way his new website course, Soc 152C, has functioned. First, the original goal of the SexInfo website was to help people all around the world to have easy access to accurate information about sex, written at a level that readers from many background can understand, and it reaches people in 180 nations. The writing is designed to be clear, scientifically accurate, interesting and not overly technical. The website is interactive and users can submit questions and give feedback about all aspects of the website. Each week, 10 to 30 new Q&As are posted on the website, as the 152C students answer the questions that users submit. 
Second, the Soc 152C class has served UCSB students in an unexpected manner. It has given very talented and creative students the opportunity to build a beautiful and useful website, allowing them to use their knowledge about sexuality in practical ways. It has had the unexpected consequence of allowing students to learn how to do advanced research on sexuality, website creation, web artwork, advertising, and many more things that our best students hunger to learn. The students have truly created an amazing site that receives many positive comments every month. In the past year, it has garnered $1,750 worth of support from alumni. 

The class is structured to help the students learn how to cooperate as a creative team of specialists who work together to blend their separate skills into making a product that all realize is of great value, since 15,000 web-pages are downloaded by users worldwide each day. Many of the students are quite web-savvy, and they enjoy learning new skills that make the site increasing visible in cyberspace, with links from Google, Wikipedia, FaceBook, MySpace and many other sources. The students are now adding widgets, to stay up-to-date with the next phase of internet growth. Soc 152C provides a learning experience that the students say they have never had in any other classroom at UCSB, and they see it catapulting them into future jobs in web-savvy world. Several students who have taken 152C in prior years have already landed jobs in companies that value the type of cyber-education the 152C students obtain while contributing to SexInfo. 

Awards.

For forty years, Dr. Baldwin has been ranked as a highly respected teacher who gives his utmost to his students. In 2003, he earned the Distinguished Teaching Award from the UCSB Academic Senate. In earlier years of this current nine year review period, he has earned nine other teaching awards.

Teaching Evaluations.

Dr. Baldwin’s self-assessment of his teaching effectiveness is as follows: “I strive to show the students the excitement of the ideas that I love, hoping that as many of them as possible may fall in love with ideas. For forty years, I have been tinkering with my courses, year by year, to add new and exciting information, while deleting topics that prove to be less relevant to the exciting core ideas. This has led to a gradual polishing of all my courses. I have found that visuals are powerful teaching tools, and I have collected thousands of images that illustrate the ideas I share with my students. I spend a minimum of six hours per week in office hours, dialoging with my students, with one goal being to discover the things they are most eager to learn in life. If I can build that information into my classes, I do; but I always spend the time to help each student, even if I cannot use the interaction to improve my courses.” 

The teaching evaluations Dr. Baldwin has obtained in recent years indicate that he is continuing to teach at levels that the students appreciate a great deal. Table I summarizes his teaching evaluations for the five classes he has been teaching regularly in recent years, using data from 2006 and 2007. 

Table I: Dr. Baldwin’s recent teaching evaluations on three basic questions. 

Question A reads: “Please rate the overall quality of the instructor’s teaching.”

Question B reads: “Please rate the overall quality of the course, including its material or content, independent of the instructor’s teaching.”

The question about “teaching effectiveness” reads: “Taking both content and presentation into consideration, how would you rate your instructor’s all-around teaching effectiveness?”

The student responses are presented on a scale where 1.0 is the highest possible score and 5.0 is the worst possible score. The average scores for the campus faculty are presented first, to provide a comparison point.

3) Professional Activities

Professional Activities

The most prestigious talk that Dr. Baldwin delivered in the present review period was an invited speech for the Theory Section of the annual meetings of the Association for Behavior Analysis, in San Diego, on May 29, 2007. The title of the speech was “The Value of Studying Behavior in Everyday Life,” a topic for which Dr. Baldwin has become quite well known, ever since his book Behavior Principles in Everyday Life has focused on this topic, from its first edition in 1981. By the fourth edition, the book has become quite sophisticated and influential among behavior analysts; and Dr. Baldwin spoke for an hour, including Q&A, before an audience of behavior analysts at their annual meetings. 

Dr. Baldwin also presented two talks at the American Sociological Association, reflecting some of his major theoretical concerns: The work of G.H. Mead, animal research and the integration of social and behavioral processes.

4) Service (both university and public)
University Service

During the review period, Dr. Baldwin served the university by conducting health-related research on random samples of the UCSB students, making his findings available to the Student Health Service (SHS). He has also given over 50 talks on campus. 

In 2002 and 2007, Dr. Baldwin conducted two studies of the sexual and health practices of UCSB students, based on random samples of the entire undergraduate student body. These studies were done in conjunction with the SHS, and the results from these studies help the SHS better plan the health services they provide for the undergraduates. They have also helped Dr. Baldwin better tune and adjust the content his large course (Soc 152A, the Sociology of Human Sexuality) to best serve the 1800 students who take that that course each year. 

Dr. Baldwin has conducted five random sample studies of the UCSB campus in 1986, 1987, 1994, 2002 and 2007, allowing him to trace student behavior over two decades. During the current review period, he wrote three reports from these studies, items 100, 106 and 107, listed above.

He is currently analyzing and writing two additional reports from his data set, focusing on (1) homosexual behavior and (2) race and ethnicity.

Ever since he came to UCSB, Dr. Baldwin has given numerous talks each year on campus. During the current review period, he has delivered 53 talks on campus (see Appendix II). These cover such varied topics as the following: “Sexuality and Relationships,” “What Males and Females Can Learn from Each Other,” “Sexuality Statistics on STDs and STD Prevention at UCSB,” “The Learning of Typical and Atypical Sexual Behavior,” “The Future of Behaviorism,” and “Keeping Enthusiasm Alive.”

Committees. 
Since the last OS merit, Dr. Baldwin has served on five ad hoc committees and two university committees—the Committee for the Interdisciplinary Study of Human Development (from 1997 to 2001) and the Committee for Library Coordination (1998-1999). 


Community Activities

Dr. Baldwin’s most prestigious invited talk in Santa Barbara was the Keynote Speech for Planned Parenthood’s 2001 Annual Dinner, on February 21, 2001. It was titled “Sex and the Single Student: Circa 2001,” and was co-presented with his wife. It was requested in order that the donors to Planned Parenthood could gain some insight into the sexual behavior of modern college students in the USA and around the world. 

Dr. Baldwin was filmed during two interviews for movies about “Electronic Matchmaking” and “A Guide for Undergraduate Students.” 

During the current review period, Dr. Baldwin has given a total of 20 talks in off-campus venues. The topics range broadly across topics such as these: “Why Women and Men Differ,” “The Nature and Nurture of Homosexuality,” “Game Theory,” “The Philosophy of Win-Win Living,” “Capitalism in the United States,” and “Building Enthusiasm.” The full list of his off-campus talks is presented in Appendix III.
