Dr. John Baldwin is currently at Step V/os and is being considered for a promotion to Step….(?). 

Because moving to Step VI involves a review of a scholar’s entire lifetime work, it is important to start by emphasizing that Dr. Baldwin has a four-decade record of important publications, very high quality teaching, and generous professional, campus and community service. The following document will show a long history of excellence, along with recent work that demonstrates how Dr. Baldwin is continuing to produce high quality work. Dr. Baldwin has no intentions of retiring any time soon, so we can expect many future contributions of similar quality. 

1. Publications. 

Over the 41 years that Dr. Baldwin has been at UCSB, he has published 40 articles in referred journals, 24 chapters, and 4 books (one of which is in its fourth edition, plus a Japanese translation)—along with a very successful university-sponsored website that is used in over 180 nations. In addition, he has produced an audio tape that is an excellent presentation of the vocalizations of howler monkeys in the wild, a movie about primate behavior, various research reports, book reviews and more, for a total of 107 professional publications. Since his last review Dr. Baldwin has written a major book (2008) that resolves the conflicting theories that have created the so-called “science wars,” in which scientists and their critics debate whether scientific theories are “merely” social constructions. In addition, he is now finishing a beautiful textbook (due in January, 2009) with a major publishing company that produces only the highest quality books.
Based on the need to cover four decades of productivity and given the limitations of space, we focus mostly on Dr. Baldwin’s major written work in this section of the report. The Department of Sociology hired Dr. Baldwin in 1967 because primate behavior showed potential for helping understand social processes in humans. In his early years, Dr. Baldwin published many articles on the social behavior of primates that he studied in natural environments in Central and South America. These were published in the major international journals in his field, such as Folia Primatologica, Primates, The American Zoologist and The American Anthropologist. In 1981, he published his first book, Beyond Sociobiology (vita item 41), which synthesizes his primate studies along with the broader literature on primate social behavior, showing the need to integrate data on both nature and nurture. Throughout his entire career, Dr. Baldwin has continued to be dedicated to blending information about both nature and nurture, and this includes his contributions to the sexuality text that will appear in January, 2009.
During his years of studying primates, Dr. Baldwin published many articles and chapters about primates, developing considerable expertise in both biological and learning theories—along with the ways to blend the two together, using interdisciplinary research. Some of his articles focused on quite biological topics, such as the reproductive synchronization of male and female monkeys (vita item 6), population density in howler monkeys (vita item 10), and the vocal repertoire of howler monkeys (vita items 17 and 20). His analyses of exploration and play in primates led him to focus special attention to the interaction of nature and nurture (vita items 12, 13, 18, 21, 24-27, 31, 52, 58). Because exploration and play clearly lead to many kinds of learning, Dr. Baldwin began to focus increasing amounts of attention to the social and nonsocial learning he observed in natural environments. He also wrote on such topics as male dominance hierarchies (3), social organization (7), the use of social space (10, 14), mother-infant interactions (11) and aggression (79). 
Because Dr. Baldwin’s primate articles were published in major international journals, he was asked to participate in several prestigious projects. He was invited to do research at the Max Plack Institute for Psychiatry in Munich, in 1973, leading to the findings he reported in vita item 18. At that time, he delivered a paper to the German Society of Mammalogy (later published as vita item 15). A few years later, he was invited to participate in a prestigious interdisciplinary primate conference held by the Wenner Gren Foundation in Austria in 1977 (vita item 30), along with various conferences in the United States (vita items 19, 21, 24, 26). 
By 1975, Dr. Baldwin and his wife began to teach Soc 152A, the popular course on human sexuality that they continue to teach at UCSB. This led to a growing number of interdisciplinary publications on human sexual behavior. In 1980, the editors at Holt, Rinehart and Winston called upon the Baldwins to help update a famous sexuality text by Katchadourian and Lunde for its third edition (after Lunde dropped out of the project): The Baldwins rewrote half the book and created two new chapters (vita items 35, 36, 37). In 1986, 1988, 1994, 2002 and 2007, the Baldwins collected data from five random samples of UCSB undergraduates, leading to several publications in the top two journals for sex research—the Journal of Sex Research (66, 74, 78) and Archives of Sexual Behavior (71, 95)—along with various research reports (81, 85, 86, 100, 105) for UCSB’s Student Health Service (SHS). The Baldwins worked closely with the SHS to develop and adjust UCSB’s strategies for responding to HIV/AIDS and other STDs on our campus. They published some of their findings on sexual risk-taking behavior (66), educational strategies for the AIDS era (67, 74), differences in sexual behavior among ethic groups (78), and heterosexual anal sex (95), in top referred journals. 
After reading the field research on the Sambia (a tribe in New Guinea), Dr. Baldwin used social learning theory to give a sociological and learning interpretation of the field observations (vita item 71). This work, which was published in the Archives of Sexual Behavior, has been used in several textbooks to show the importance of learning in sexual socialization. Dr. Baldwin’s interest in interweaving nature and nurture led him to write his 1997 article, titled “Gender Differences in Sexual Interest” for in the Archives of Sexual Behavior (89). This manuscript gives a detailed presentation of the ways to integrate data and theories from biology and social psychology related to sexuality and gender. Over the years, the Baldwins have been invited to write 7 articles on sexuality for encyclopedias (77, 80, 84, 88, 91, 98 and 103), which reveal the Baldwins’ broad interdisciplinary expertise. 

In 2001, Dr. Baldwin created a new website, called SexInfo (vita item 97), which is hosted by UCSB. The website is an ever growing and changing product—a work in progress—which is now far more sophisticated than it was in 2001. It currently reaches readers in over 180 countries. The goal of the website is to give interested readers access to scientifically accurate information about sexuality, thereby making empirical data available to lay users who cannot understand complex scientific websites and do not trust non-university sites—which tend to lean toward pornography. (For more information, see Soc 152C [under teaching, below] and visit www.soc.ucsb.edu/sexinfo.) 
In 1981, Dr. Baldwin published the first edition of Behavior Principles in Everyday Life (vita item 40), which is a systematic presentation of social learning theory as it relates to people in their daily lives. The idea for this book flowed from Dr. Baldwin’s study of social and nonsocial learning in primates living in their natural environments in the rainforests of Central and South America. This research led Dr. Baldwin to ask: Why not examine human social learning as it unfolds in everyday situations? It took considerable creativity to develop this into a comprehensive book, but the volume has been quite successful and is now in its fourth edition (96). It was translated into Japanese in 2003 (101). Dr. Baldwin has been invited to write three articles based on his analyses of everyday life (92, 93, 94), and he was invited to be a keynote speaker at the Association of Behavior Analysts in 2007. Along the way, Dr. Baldwin began applying social learning theory to traditional sociological topics, such as Verstehen and Erklaren, published in the American Sociological Review (28), and reductionism, published in Sociological Inquiry (38). He published his first article on George Herbert Mead in 1981 in the Pacific Sociological Review (43). He became critical of the sociobiological theories of his time, because they overemphasized biological causes of behavior while neglecting social learning theory and other important variables (34, 41, 44, 50). 

Eventually, Dr. Baldwin began to see the connection between his interests in the nature-nurture interaction and the work of George Herbert Mead, leading him to publish six articles  (vita items 43, 55, 61, 62, 63, 64) and two books on Mead’s theories (vita items 56, 107). G.H. Mead was one of the four major founders of the American philosophy of pragmatism, and Mead played a key role in the development of modern sociological theory. As Dr. Baldwin learned how to piece together Mead’s ideas, he published articles on emotions in Symbolic Interaction (55), habit, emotions and self-conscious action in Sociological Perspectives (62), and agency in Sociological Inquiry (64). This work spun off several commentaries (60, 61, 70, 106). Dr. Baldwin’s first book on George Herbert Mead (1986) summarized Mead’s entire corpus of writing, showing how Mead created an integrated theoretical whole by interweaving evolutionary theory, physiological mechanisms, psychological factors (such as habit, emotions and agency), social development and larger societal structures. This book (vita item 56) shows that sociology can blend nature and nurture, while integrating sociological topics from the micro, meso and macro levels of society. 
In 2008, Dr. Baldwin published his second book on Mead, Ending the Science Wars (vita item 107). Mead’s theory of science has rarely been discovered by most sociologists, but Dr. Baldwin shows this theory is very useful in ending the so-called “science wars” and bringing the sciences and humanities closer together. Dr. Baldwin has written a very scholarly book that demonstrates how Mead saw that all scientific knowledge is based on social constructions, as many scholars in the humanities currently emphasize. But are scientific theories “merely” social constructions? Using the history of science and observations on laboratory researchers, Mead went further to explain how scientists are especially open to change their social constructions about the world when “repugnant facts” emerge that challenge them. This makes scientific accounts quite different from social constructions that are not evaluated in terms of repugnant facts. Dr. Baldwin makes the pragmatic epistemology of science very clear and compelling, though pragmatism presents a more modest and cautionary view of science than positivists once claimed for science. Dr. Baldwin’s approach to empirical work provides refreshing insights into science as a social practice. 

Science is not “merely” a social construction, it is a robust edifice that humans have constructed and reconstructed over centuries by dropping out ideas that are associated with failure and inventing new theories that might possibly work better. This pragmatic philosophy of science does not overly idealize science, but it makes it clear why science is one of the most useful forms of knowledge humans have ever created, and science is far better grounded than its critics claim. 

Professor Tom Shibutani was an early member of the UCSB Department of Sociology and he studied Mead and pragmatism extensively. In 1990, the editors of Sociological Inquiry asked Dr. Baldwin to interview Dr. Shibutani and write his biography (vita item 73), since Dr. Shibutani had been a major contributor to the development of symbolic interaction, a central branch of sociology. In 1996, Dr. Baldwin contributed a chapter for Shibutani’s festschrift (item 87). In 2005, Symbolic Interaction published Dr. Baldwin’s analysis of Shibutani’s use of pragmatism as a tool for interpreting numerous social phenomena, such as rumor as a way to “understand” ambiguous situations (item 104).
During 2007 and 2008, Dr. Baldwin and his wife have been finishing a book, Discovering Human Sexuality, in conjunction with Dr. Simon LeVay, an eminent neuroscientist (to be published in January, 2009). Dr. LeVay has studied human brains and located some of the neural structures that explain the biological bases of homosexuality. Dr. LeVay has written a very biological textbook on sexuality, but he sensed it was too biologically focused for many readers; so he invited Drs. John and Janice Baldwin to help him rework the book to bring in more sociology, anthropology and psychology. John Baldwin’s interdisciplinary interests and skills for linking nature and nurture were perfectly suited for blending data and theories from biology, sociology, psychology and anthropology. The final product is probably the best nature-nurture synthesis yet produced on the topic of sexuality. The Baldwins have greatly broadened the original focus of LeVay’s work, turning a book that was once overly biological into a beautiful example of the ways to blend nature and nurture for a deeper understanding of human sexuality. 

All told, Dr. Baldwin has already produced 107 published works. The 2009 book on sexuality will be 108, and there are more publications in the pipeline. 


2. Teaching. 

Dr. Baldwin has been an outstanding teacher for the entire 41 years that he has been at UCSB. He has received over 20 teaching awards since he has been at UCSB. In 1982, he was chosen Professor of the year by the UCSB University Affiliates, and in 2003 he received the Distinguished Teaching Award from the UCSB Academic Senate. Mortar Board, The Nexus, several residence halls and Greek societies have given him their awards. 

The high quality of Dr. Baldwin’s teaching is important in this promotion case, since the new (2008) Academic Personnel Policy—220-18-b(4)—places much greater emphasis on “teaching and creative activity” as criteria for advancement to Professor Step VI than in the past. The following summaries of Dr. Baldwin’s teaching record and creativity show that Dr. Baldwin is especially qualified for advancement to Step VI. (??)

Over the years, Dr. Baldwin has taught 24 different courses (see his long vita), including such key service courses as Soc 1 and Soc 2 (which he taught over 20 times). In the past decade, he has focused on the following five courses, which he teaches regularly (and these are summarized in the next paragraphs). He currently teaches far more students and courses than is required (averaging around 2000 students per year, in 13 courses per year), but he enjoys teaching so much that he sees these 13 as a labor of love. Each quarter, including summer session, he and his wife teach Soc 152A, 152B and 152C (about human sexuality); and he teaches one other course per quarter by himself (for 3 or 4 quarters per year, including summer session). All of Dr. Baldwin’s courses earn very high course evaluations, in part due to the enormous amount of passion, love and effort Dr. Baldwin puts into them (see the teaching evaluations, below). The following are the courses that he currently offers, with his solo-taught courses listed first.

Socialization (Soc 142) delves into the ways that children and young adults learn their social knowledge and skills during the early decades of life. Most of Dr. Baldwin’s students are interested in childhood and the years around 20—which is the socialization period they are currently grappling with. Dr. Baldwin presents both data and theories relevant to socialization during these and other developmental periods. Students regularly report that the class speaks to them strongly and personally, as if Dr. Baldwin were talking directly to them, individually. Students who have suffered psychological pain see how to reshape their lives to a more positive commitment to self-development and social engagement. 

Pragmatism (Soc 185P) presents the theories of George Herbert Mead, one of the important founders of American sociology. Dr. Baldwin has spent three decades studying Mead’s philosophy—along with its influences on modern sociology—and this course is of great relevance to sociology students. Dr. Baldwin’s love of the topic has led him to develop a beautiful and wise course that the students rank very highly. This course fulfills a theory requirement and is an important service course for the department. 

The Sociology of Human Sexuality (Soc 152A) is a large lecture course that Dr. Baldwin and his wife teach to about 600 students per quarter in Campbell Hall three quarters of the year. The Baldwins also teach it in the six-week “summer session A” for about 60 students. The Baldwins have carefully tuned the course to the needs of UCSB students by regularly having their students rank all the lectures on a 5-point continuum that ranges from “expand” to “omit.” Over the years they have adjusted the course so that it serves our UCSB undergraduates well, and the students evaluate the class very highly. 

Topics in Human Sexuality (Soc 152B) admits only the best 18 to 20 students from the prior quarter of Soc 152A. Dr. Baldwin and his wife teach this course four quarters each year, so UCSB’s best students can have an intimate conversational course about sexuality. The Baldwins have the 152B students discuss all the chapters of a second textbook on sexuality (not the one used in Soc 152A). This allows the students to explore the entire range of the field of sexuality, without their professors forcing them to follow any specific train of logic. The students are usually quite creative in this class; and the Baldwins believe that the class (which is given among the highest teaching evaluations obtained at UCSB) helps students learn to use empirical data to think critically about a touchy topic that many Americans have difficulty in discussing. 

Advanced Study in the Sociology of Human Sexuality (Soc 152C) is the newest class in Dr. Baldwin’s series of classes, launched in 2001. Dr. Baldwin teaches this class all three quarters of the school year. He picks the very best of his students from the Soc 152B class to write the material that appears on the UCSB-hosted website, www.soc.ucsb.edu/sexinfo—which his students gave the catchier name, www.SexInfoOnLine.com. Soc 152C has become a learning environment that stimulates an incredible amount of creativity! Since its first appearance in January 2001, the students have amassed an amazing repository of information about sex that is written in a user friendly manner— less technical than is presented on many scholarly websites—without any of the trashy quality of nonprofessional websites. Much to Dr. Baldwin’s surprise, the students have turned this class into an opportunity to be active members of cyberspace, mastering web skills that the original students (in 2001) barely understood. Some students have taken Soc 152C several times; and they help newcomers learn to be very sophisticated at developing their creativity. The students greatly appreciate the opportunity to work as a team, brainstorming creative ideas and implementing them as imaginatively as possible. The class provides students with an opportunity for a collaborative learning experience that is rare in most of college education. Anyone reviewing Dr. Baldwin’s files is encouraged to see how creative and scientifically accurate the web site is by turning to www.SexInfoOnLine.com, which contains hundreds of valuable pages on almost every topic that interests both his students and the sites’ users from all around the world (since they can submit questions that the 152C students answer and post on the website). The website is artistically done, with a modern format and interesting pictures sprinkled into most of the crucial articles.
Dr. Baldwin is not only a great teacher, he has invented courses that allow students to develop their creativity and work in collaborative teams that produce stimulating conversations (Soc 152B), along with a creative website that is used by people in over 180 nations around the world (Soc 152C). He holds office hours for about 6 hours a week, and sometimes longer, since so many students from all his classes frequently come in to discuss topics that are important to them.  

Dr. Baldwin’s imaginative approach to teaching can also be seen in the way he structures his courses. He uses graphics and images so generously in his lectures that students often comment spontaneously about all the pictures. Many tell him that the images help them remember the lecture material, since there are unique pictures for almost all the key concepts, and many students use the images to help them recall the ideas. When a new image appears, Dr. Baldwin ad-libs and makes an intellectual link between the picture and lecture material. These ad-libs are an effective teaching tool, since they often draw upon recent news events or local happenings. Over the years, Dr. Baldwin has become a very creative ad-libber, and the students love it. 

Dr. Baldwin’s creativity and passion for teaching is readily apparent when you examine his teaching evaluations and appreciate how much effort he puts into making his classes intellectually stimulating. 

Teaching Evaluations.

Dr. Baldwin’s self-assessment of his teaching effectiveness reads as follows: “I strive to show the students the excitement of important ideas, hoping that as many of them as possible may fall in love with ideas. For four decades, I have been tinkering with my courses, year by year, to add new and exciting information, while deleting topics that prove to be less relevant to the important core ideas. This has led to a gradual polishing of all my courses. I have found that visuals are powerful teaching tools, and I have collected thousands of images that illustrate the ideas I share with my students. I spend about six hours per week in office hours, dialoging with my students, with a central goal being to discover the things they are most eager to learn in life. If I can build that information into my classes, I do; but I always spend the time to help each student with his or her life, even if it is not relevant to my courses.” 

The teaching evaluations Dr. Baldwin has obtained in recent years indicate that he is continuing to teach at levels that the students appreciate a great deal. Table I summarizes his teaching evaluations for the five classes he has been teaching regularly in recent years, using data from 2006 and 2007. Table II summarizes the data from the 2007-2008 school year. (Bob Wilson will add Table II on the 2007-2008 information.)
Table I: Dr. Baldwin’s recent teaching evaluations on three basic questions. 

Question A reads: “Please rate the overall quality of the instructor’s teaching.”

Question B reads: “Please rate the overall quality of the course, including its material or content, independent of the instructor’s teaching.”

The question about “teaching effectiveness” reads: “Taking both content and presentation into consideration, how would you rate your instructor’s all-around teaching effectiveness?”


The student responses are presented on a scale where 1.0 is the highest possible score and 5.0 is the worst possible score. The average scores for the campus faculty are presented first, to provide a comparison point.

Appendix I presents narrative comments from Dr. Baldwin’s students, revealing their perceptions of his talents in the classroom. {Bob Wilson will add 2007-2008 comments.}

The department collected letters from students who have graduated, and their content will be summarized here. {based on the data collected by Bob Wilson}

Graduate Teaching and Mentoring

Dr. Baldwin has taught Soc 244 (socialization for graduate students) on several occasions, and a graduate theory course once. Soc 244 has attracted students from several departments on campus, including education, sociology and biology, due to Dr. Baldwin’s interdisciplinary approach. 

Dr. Baldwin has chaired 8 MA and 6 PhD committees. Many of the students who have worked with Dr. Baldwin have had an empirical and/or behavioral orientation to human conduct. His MA students have studied such topics as the social spacing of preschool children (Baldassare, 1973), humor and the laugh response (Kercher, 1975), the regular gamblers at a horse betting venue (Rosecrance, 1982), and the effects of population density on urban development in rural China (Rendall, 1987). 

Dr. Baldwin’s PhD students have also done empirical and/or behavioral work. His PhD students have studied Adrian Wenner’s research on bee language theories (Veldink, 1977), the social psychology of horse race gamblers (Rosecrance, 1984), the writings of George Herbert Mead (Goto, 1996), the sexual stories of gay youths (Mutchler, 1999), and face-work in embarrassing social interactions (Ha, 2000). 

Because many graduate students in the Department of Sociology are oriented toward political activism, only a few approach Dr. Baldwin—with his reputation for focusing on empirical research without taking political positions. 

Dr. Baldwin has served on the Sociology Department’s Committee for Undergraduate Programs every quarter since 1986. Since 1997, he has served on the Committee for the Interdisciplinary Study of Human Development. He served on the Library Committee one year and on the Sociology Department’s web-site committee for one year. 


3) Professional Activities

Dr. Baldwin has made important contributions to national and international organizations of research and higher education. 

Dr. Baldwin has delivered 9 papers to the American Sociological Association, 2 for the Pacific Sociological Association, 2 for the American Association for the Advancement of Science, 2 to the American Association for Physical Anthropology, and 2 for animal behavior societies. He has received 6 grants to study primates and others to improve his courses. 

Due to his extensive work in analyzing behavior principles in everyday life, he was invited to be a Key Note speaker for the annual meetings of the Association of Behavior Analysts in 2007. 

He participated in 2 international symposia: One about New World Primates and the other sponsored by the Wenner Gren Foundation.  

Dr. Baldwin has been invited to give 334 lectures at UCSB and in the nearby community, 237 being on campus and 97 being off campus (see Appendix II). 

Dr. Baldwin regularly reviews manuscripts for journals, science foundations, and book publishers. He also served on the advisory and editorial boards of two publications: He is a member of the Advisory Board for Human Sexuality: Annual Editions, The Dushkin Group, McGraw Hill Publishing (1985-present), and a Member of the International Advisory Editorial Board of Sexualities, a journal of research and theory in sexuality (1998-2001). 


4) Service

University Service

Dr. Baldwin served the university by conducting health-related research on random samples of the entire population of UCSB students, making his findings available to the Student Health Service (SHS) and discussing educational strategies with the doctors and staff at the SHS. These studies were done in conjunction with the SHS, and the results from these studies help the SHS better plan the health services they provide for the undergraduates. They have also helped Dr. Baldwin tune and adjust the content his large course (Soc 152A, the Sociology of Human Sexuality) to best serve the 1800 students who take that that course each year. 

Dr. Baldwin has conducted five random sample studies of the UCSB campus in 1986, 1988, 1994, 2002 and 2007, allowing him to trace student behavior over two decades. 

Other Lectures on Campus. 
Ever since he came to UCSB, Dr. Baldwin has given numerous talks each year on campus. He has delivered 237 talks on campus (see Appendix II). These cover such varied topics as the following: “Sexuality and Relationships,” “What Males and Females Can Learn from Each Other,” “Sexuality Statistics on STDs and STD Prevention at UCSB,” “The Learning of Typical and Atypical Sexual Behavior,” “The Future of Behaviorism,” and “Keeping Enthusiasm Alive.”

Committees. 
Dr. Baldwin has served on numerous ad hoc committees and three university committees—the Committee on Activities Involving Human Subjects, the Advisory Committee for the Institute of Applied Behavior Science, The Committee for the Interdisciplinary Study of Human Development and as Chairperson of the Combined Social Sciences Program. 

He has also served on several committees in the Sociology Department: The Admissions Committee, The Social Sciences Committee, The Personnel Committee, and the Undergraduate Committee (on all of which he served as Chair at one time).  

Community Activities

Dr. Baldwin’s most prestigious invited talk in Santa Barbara was the Keynote Speech for Planned Parenthood’s 2001 Annual Dinner, on February 21, 2001. It was titled “Sex and the Single Student: Circa 2001,” and was co-presented with his wife. It was requested in order that the donors to Planned Parenthood could gain some insight into the sexual behavior of modern college students, not only at UCSB but also in the USA and around the world. 

Dr. Baldwin was filmed during interviews for two videos, about “Electronic Matchmaking” and “A Guide for Undergraduate Students.” 

Dr. Baldwin has given a total of 97 talks in off-campus venues (Appendix II). The topics range broadly across topics such as these: “Why Women and Men Differ,” “The Nature and Nurture of Homosexuality,” “Game Theory,” “The Philosophy of Win-Win Living,” “Capitalism in the United States,” and “Building Enthusiasm.” The full list of his off-campus talks is presented in Appendix III. 

The Speaker’s Bureau regularly calls on him when off-campus groups want to have a professor talk about topics relevant to his areas of expertise, and Dr. Baldwin loves to rise to almost any occasion.

Verta: These next two paragraphs may be important when presenting my case:

1) Rebuttal to the one critical letter: 

Only one of the letters for this case was negative, criticizing Dr. Baldwin for not having enough publications in the area of sociology. Two points are worth making: 

From 1967, when Dr. Baldwin was hired, everyone in the sociology department knew that Dr. Baldwin was hired as a primatologist with special interests in primate social behavior. Many of his early publications were about primate social behavior, and he was promoted regularly during that period even though he had no traditional sociological publications at that time. 

Second, since 1978, Dr. Baldwin as branched out to publish sociological articles on Verstehen and Erklaren (vita item 28), emotions (55), habit and self-conscious action (62), agency, 64), sexuality (66, 71, 74, 78, 89, 95) in major sociological journals. 
He also has books on social learning theory (40) and George Herbert Mead, who it one of the major seminal thinkers in sociological theory (56, 106). Thus, it is unfair and unethical for the critical letter to dismiss many of Dr. Baldwin’s publications because they do not seem to fit traditional definitions of sociological work. 

2) Important (but private) information for the presenter, in case questions arise:  

The next information is private, but may be useful if anyone asks. Some reviewers may wonder why Dr. Baldwin is only reaching Step VI at this point in his career. Dr. Baldwin’s trajectory up the ranks was rapid until around 1990 when one of his major book projects hit a tragic series of stumbling blocks, causing the project to collapse for reasons beyond his control. He and his wife were writing a major textbook on sexuality with the Worth Publishing Company—a highly respected publisher—but after five years of work the project was cut short by the death of a coauthor (from AIDS), the death of the major editor (from colon cancer) and the sale of the company to a European publisher, along with several other unfortunate events. Dr. Baldwin became very depressed and it took years for him to return to his current level of research and writing.
