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Dr. John Baldwin continues to perform at an outstanding level in his two main areas of work: (1) the lectures he delivers by himself, (2) the lectures he does with his wife, Dr. Janice Baldwin.

Dr. John Baldwin first began teaching at UCSB in 1967 and he taught nine courses by himself:

Dr. John Baldwin began to realize the Socialization (Soc 142) and Pragmatism (Soc 185P) were of the greatest value to his students. Using feedback from his students, he developed a solo teaching style that earns extraordinarily high teaching evaluations and the love of his students. He makes certain each lecture to contain a logical central core that is accented by surprising tangents and fun examples. He often illustrates interesting points with drawings on the board or stunning slides (which are now all on PowerPoint). Thus, he creates a great deal of variety and unexpected events in every lecture, which he underscores by moving around the classroom with relevant skits and engaging activities. 

His students love his active and dramatic lecturing style, which is synchronized with his highly stimulating lecture content. Each quarter he makes improvements on the contents and illustrations for Soc 142 and 185P. When asked to rate the “overall effectiveness of his teaching effectiveness” (on the standardized ESCI survey questions), 83% to 96% of his students give him “excellent,” whereas only 44% of the campus faculty have scored in the “excellent” category over the years.
In 2014, Dr. John Baldwin was invited to participate in creating a video on Kissing (vita item #113) and his contribution (based on his Soc 142 course) laid the central theme for the theory used to unify the video.

In the 1970s, Dr. John Baldwin and his wife Dr. Janice Baldwin began to teach Sociology 152A, the Sociology of Human Sexuality. In this course, John tones down his very active teaching style to match the gentle teaching style of his wife. Together, the Baldwin’s show the students how a wife and husband can coordinate beautifully together. They cover all the topics of traditional sexuality classes, including anatomy, STIs, contraception, relationships, love and the impact of society on sexuality.  Each quarter, the Baldwins improve on countless details in their Soc 152A, updating studies and data, wile also polishing the skits they use to bring studies alive on the stage of Campbell Hall. 
Soc 152A is ranked very favorably among the 600 to 650 students who take it every quarter. Many students have never seen as husband and wife share a teaching position much less synchronize fluidly with each other. The last two lectures in this course present the current scientific data on close couples, revealing how couples can make relationships successful. In spring quarter of 2015, the Baldwins began to use the third edition of their textbook, Discovering Human Sexuality (vita item #114) and it is a major improvement over the second edition (which was first published in 2013). 
Drs. John and Janice Baldwin created a small seminar (Soc 152B) for the very best students who earned top grades in the large Soc 152A class from the prior quarter. Getting in to Soc 152B has become a goal of many of the students who take Soc 152A, because 152B allows open and honest communication about virtually every topic related to sex and relationships. Out of the 600 students in Soc 152A, only 17 are accepted into 152B. The Baldwins do not lecture in 152B, but they make sure that the discussions do not wander off into trivia and that incorrect information is countered with the latest studies. The Baldwins use Soc 152B to locate the best-of-the-best students who might deserve to be invited in Soc 152C or be hired as graders for the large 152A class (which requires a team of twelve graders to run effectively). Thus Soc 152B is exciting and educational for the undergrads and useful in locating the students who deserve to take on higher levels of responsibility in the 152A-B-C sequence. 
Drs. Baldwin created a web course in 2001 to help make scientifically accurate information about sex and relationships more available to users of the Internet. They allow the best of their 152B students to join Soc 152C, where they write the content for the website, SexInfoOnline.com. (The Baldwins bring in webmasters from the Computer Sciences major to collaborate with the 152C writers, which creates an intellectually stimulating mix). Over the past 14 years, the website has grown to be very sophisticated and reaches over 300,000 users per month. The students in Soc 152C write in scientifically accurate and culturally sensitive manners that are accessible to people all around the globe, and they reach 200 nations each year. 

The website is so different today than it was in 2001 that the Baldwins have listed it among their 2015 publications (vita item #115), to emphasize how different it is from the early versions (previously listed on John’s vita only in 2001). The students who take Soc 152C come and go over the quarters, but Dr. John Baldwin continues to design and reshape the website with dynamic inspirations and oversight about the directions into which the website might evolve next. 
In summary, Dr. John Baldwin is continuing his trajectory of creative work and teaching not only 2000 students per year here at UCSB but reaching hundreds of thousands of people around the world via his website. In 2015, he and his wife published the third edition of their textbook, Discovering Human Sexuality, and it is reaching students on campuses other than UCSB. Dr. John Baldwin teaches far more than the minimal requirement for our department, teaching Soc 142 or 185P three times a year, plus the entire Soc 152A- 152B and 152C sequence every quarter (as a teaching load that he shares 50-50 with this wife, Dr. Janice Baldwin).
