You have done a very good job in shortening the appendix titled “Sex and Evolution.” You have left the core ideas and removed text that is less needed. 

I may have found a few errors in the appendix. 

1) The paragraph marker has been removed from the location just before the heading that reads, “Why are there Two Sexes?” That is probably the reason that the paragraph that starts with the word “Finally” appears in 16-point font. 
2) Under the head that reads “Social and sexual arrangements are not necessarily the same” the words that read two phenomena: social arrangements and sexual reality are all 8-point font, but the italicized words appear to be smaller. This apparent size difference occurs in other places, with the italicized words appearing smallish. Is this of any importance? 

3) In the section titled, Males may copulate with females by force, is the word “scorpionfly” intended to be one word?
You need not replay to this letter, since I know your time is very valuable.
