Rember these tips!

· The thyme is susceptible to CUTWORM damage. There are products, such as Triazamon, that can be spread by whirlybird and watered into the soil that kill them. Snails can also damage the thyme. 
· The thyme is hard to refresh. Transplant chunks from fresh peripheral areas? Or rake it up and use lawn mower to trim it back. Beware of fertilizer burn. 
· Don’t start weed-whacking until April, or the grasses can come back 
· Pull thistles in March, before any of them start to go to flower and seed. 
· Remember to start watering the patio plants when the rains stop in March. 
· The tall grasses are like weeds. Use weed spray on them. When they get bad, use 1-2 gallons of grass killers on them. 
· Do the 2-minute test twice a year, before a malfunction messes up the garden badly. If a whole station goes off line, lots can die. If one rotating sprinkler head gets clogged and stopped, lots can die.
· Use lots of snail bait on the agaves, agapanthus, (thyme?) and other plants that snails damage. Place it along the top of the wall that goes around the south side of the flat pad on which the house rests.
